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Meet Patsy Takemoto Mink,
First woman of color elected to Congress and Title IX author

Not only the first woman of color elected to Congress in 1965 from Hawaii, Patsy Takemoto Mink was
also the first Asian American to run for U.S. President. A graduate of the University of Chicago Law
School, Mink was a proponent of gender and racial equity. She was one of the authors of Title IX, the
law which stated, “No person in the United States shall, on the basis of sex, be excluded from
participation in, be denied the benefits of, or be subjected to discrimination under any education



program or activity receiving Federal financial assistance.” After her death the law was renamed the
“Patsy T. Mink Equal Opportunity in Education Act.”

Last December, the Mental Health/Substance Use (MH/SU) Study group organized itself into a new
phase —advocacy. A year later, that advocacy group will begin 2022 with a new organizational
structure. Two separate committees will move forward with a two-pronged approach:

e The Legislative Committee will continue to monitor legislation and policy on these topics at the
local, state, and national level. They will work with our legislators to promote Door County’s
needs and organize advocacy efforts surrounding proposed legislative and policy changes when
warranted.

e The Education Committee will organize a series of programs to help citizens learn what services
are available to citizens and their families who are dealing with mental health and/or
substance use issues.
